Research Reports arise out of sponsored applied research
projects. Among the Research Reports are publications
which have been written with a wider audience in mind
than the particular sponsor of the research. Some
Research Reports are confidential and special permission
has to be sought from sponsors for their sale. (Litho-
graphed or mimeographed).

The Communications series comprises shorter research
notes and articles which are not submitted to referees
before publication. (Lithographed).

Conference Proceedings are usually longer works arising
out of conferences organized at the University. These
publications contain collections of papers based on
research. (Mimeographed or Lithographed).

Other Publications usually include books, booklets, papers
or chapters written by members of staff which have been
published elsewhere or which have appeared in books
published elsewhere. Details and addresses of publishers
are provided except where the publisher is well-known.
