Giving feedback is the most important and constructive ways to engage a participant:
· Try to make it a positive process & experience
· Be specific
· Confirm / Acknowledge their efforts
· Never criticise 
· Talk about the positives first
· Suggest how improvements can be made
· Try to provide constructive feedback through questions that promote a two-way conversation rather than statements representing a more didactic/top-down approach
